This book, with its unassuming cover, holds a powerful story that
will touch anyone who allows it to.
The story is told from multiple perspectives, with the main plot
revolving around August Pullman, who is starting school for the first
time (in the fifth grade). August — or Auggie, as most people
around him call him — is not an ordinary boy. He was born with a
facial deformity that often makes him the unwilling center of
attention. As you might guess, entering a new environment won't
be easy. Not all of his classmates are able to accept Auggie as he
is, and most of us know all too well how people tend to treat those
who are different...
But don’t be misled into thinking this is just another tearjerker
designed to make you cry and pity the main character nonstop. The
author’s writing style is light, brisk, and full of gentle humor, which makes the reading
enjoyable even without a box of tissues.
On the other hand, it’s not a bad thing to occasionally take a look into the lives of those
whose circumstances are far more difficult and complicated than our own. It reminds us
what a blessing and miracle it is to be healthy — to walk, talk, breathe, see, hear, and to
have a face and body without flaws.
Moreover, the story beautifully illustrates the power of kindness, friendship, parental and
sibling love, courage, and selflessness. I especially appreciated that the author didn't focus
solely on Auggie and his feelings, but also gave readers a chance to see inside the minds of
his sister Via, and his friends. This gave us a more complete picture of how various challenges
affect not only the person going through them but also those around them.
Throughout the book, one message resonates clearly: each of us either has faced or will face
hardships at some point, and when that time comes, we would all wish for those around us
to live by this idea: “When given the choice between being right or being kind,
choose kind.”

People with disabilities are neither better nor worse than the rest of us — they
are the same, just a little different in some ways.

Wonder is also a story about being true to yourself and showing kindness to
others. Auggie s friend Summer is always true to herself; she does not let other
kids' opinions influence her actions. His friend Jack is a kind person, but he
allows Julian's influence to shape his behavior. Jack learns that he values his
friendship with August more than Julian's approval.
